Dr. Ponthier is a licensed Louisiana real estate broker, certified real estate and 
appraisal instructor, and Director of Executive Training Centers, LLC, an 
educational services company which offers in-class training in real estate, 
mortgage finance and appraisal, as well as online training through ProEducate, 
the company’s web-based education division which offers real estate and 
mortgage finance related courses throughout the United States.  

Dr. Ponthier holds a B.S. degree from Southeastern Louisiana College. His 
graduate training was taken at Tulane University (M.S. and Ph.D.) and the 
University of New Orleans (M.Ed. and Ed.D.). He holds the Certified Distance
